What is HUSKY Primary Care?

A program for HUSKY A members that lets you 
enroll with your Primary Care Provider (PCP) 
directly. You and your PCP, not an HMO, will 
make decisions about your care. PCPs who are not 
currently enrolled in HUSKY Primary Care can sign 
up at any time.

Why should I switch from my HMO to HUSKY 
Primary Care?

PCPs in HUSKY Primary Care provide care 
coordination to help you get appointments with 
specialists, follow up on your medical conditions, 
and refer you to community resources and services 
you need.  There is a special person at your doctor’s 
office to call for help.

What other benefits does HUSKY Primary Care offer?

Under Husky Primary Care, PCPs offer same or next day appointments for urgent care, such as earaches, sore throats, etc.
PCPs in HUSKY Primary Care also offer some evening hours, weekend hours, and/or early morning hours on weekdays to 
visit or contact your provider. And you can go to any specialist who takes Medicaid and any hospital in CT.
